September is also the month that Good Hope is to help with filling the
shelves of the Food Pantry at Protestant Family Service . They need all
kinds of non-perishable items but the following items are especially
needed: Canned meat such as tuna, Spam, chicken, ham, turkey, salmon
and Vienna sausage; all kinds of canned vegetables and fruit; all kinds of
soup; peanut butter & jelly; spaghetti sauce; pancake mix and syrup;
macaroni & cheese and other pastas; potato flakes; dry cereal (hot &
cold); powered and canned milk; jello & pudding mixes; cake mixes and
other mixes; cooking oil, shortening, flour, sugar, spices, salt & pepper;
canned juices and juice mixes; presweetened beverage mixes (kool-aid,
etc.); coffee & tea bags. Personal hygiene items are greatly needed such
as: soap, deodorant, toothbrushes (for kids and adults), disposable
razors, shampoo, lotion and sanitary napkins. Cleaning supplies, paper
products and gas cards are always needed.

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Baptismal Waters

For more than a year, our Worship Committee has been studying "The
Use of the Means of Grace” a statement on the practice of Word and
Sacrament that was adopted by the 5th Churchwide Assembly of the
ELCA, in August 1997. This statement seeks to encourage unity in our
practice without imposing uniformity among the churches. We have
looked for ways we could enhance our worship and sacramental practices
and we are ready to address our first change.

We will move the original marble font, now in the Chapel, to the back
of the sanctuary, by the sound booth. Our newer font will then be moved
to the Chapel. Also, water will be kept in the font during worship services
and the bowl, inside the font, will be brought forward for baptisms.

We hope this change will help remind us of the promises God gives in
Baptism, how it is our entrance into God’s family, and how we need to
return daily to our baptism so that our old sinful nature might be drowned
in repentance and a new self might arise through faith in God’s abundant
grace.

Regarding the Sacrament of Holy Baptism, Luther’'s Small Catechism
asks four questions.
1) What is Baptism ?
Baptism is not water only, but it is water used together with God’s
Word and by his command. see Matthew 28:19
2) What benefits does God give in Baptism?
In Baptism God forgives sin, delivers from death and the devil, and
gives everlasting salvation to all who believe what he has promised.
see Mark 16:16
3) How can water do such great things?
Baptism is not water only, but it is water used together with God’s
Word and by his command. see Titus 3:5-7
4) What does Baptism mean for daily living?
In Baptism God forgives sin, delivers from death and the devil, and
gives everlasting salvation to all who believe what he has promised.
see Romans 6:4.....(scripture of the month)

Luther writes:  (excerpts from the Large Catechism)

“To put it most simply, the power, effect, benefit, fruit, and
purpose of Baptism is to save.”

“Baptism is not our work but God’s. God’s works, are salutary
and necessary for salvation, and they do not exclude but rather
demand faith, for without faith they could not be grasped.”

“These two parts, being dipped under the water and emerging
from it, indicate the power and effect of Baptism, which is simply
the slaying of the old Adam and the resurrection of the new man,
both of which actions must continue in us our whole life long.
Thus a Christian life is nothing else than a daily Baptism, once
begun and ever continued.”

We will celebrate this change on Rally Day, September 12th. The theme
for Rally Day is “GOT WATER?” and during its festivities we will be
encouraged to remember our baptism. Read more about “GOT WATER?”
on page 2 of this newsletter.
